CAGP that if the  

executor/executrix of a 
will figures out how 
much a person may 
pay in taxes to the  

Canadian government 
after death then they 
donate this amount to 
a charity and save this 
tax amount completely 
in the year of a death. 
Consider add this idea 
to your will!

CAGP and the Canadian 
Fundraising and  

Philanthropy eNews, 
used The FLA Group 
for a survey on  

Donations and Giving. 
Statistics Canada, 
(2006 census) showed  
that 26.6 million  

Canadians are over the 
age of 18 but The FLA 
Group found that only 
15 million of those  

Canadian adults have a 
current will! Out of 
those who have a will, 
only 1.4 million  

Canadians chose to 
give to charities in 
their will to save  

themselves money! 
The FLA Group found 
that the same amount 
of Canadians are  

considering making a 
donation to charities 
but they do not know 
of any opportunities or 
of the tax savings of 
donating through a 
will! Research also 
found that 97% of the  

Canadians surveyed 
stated that they know 
that it is easy to leave a  

charitable bequest to a 
charity and almost half 
(48%) think that  

charitable bequests are
